‘ THE CHINESE CONNECTION: NOW A PART OF IDS ]

Back in time from Dr. Swarzman: In April 2006, | joined a small delegation to China with the International School
Connection (ISC) to explore the possibility of the ISC 2007 Summit being held there. We were guests of Professor Xin
Min Sang and Nanjing University. IDS was represented on this trip as the featured school, allowing us to gain interest in
our work, our book, and of course our school. The results from that trip were:

1. In October 2006, IDS hosted the International ISC Summit attended by a number of educators from China..

2. IDS hosted four amazing University students for six months who lived at IDS, learned the culture, and are
now living that in China. We all loved Jie, Vanessa, Rain and Jun and still they are a just a "Skype" away.

3. In April 2007, we co-hosted with the ISC a delegation of school leaders from several cities in China for a
mini-gathering at IDS and invited local schools to interact and meet the Chinese delegation.

4. In October 2007, we took a delegation of 29 people, including students, parents and teachers to the 2007 ISC
Summit in Beijing. The host school rolled out the red carpet for us since Beijing 101 Middles School visited
IDS the previous year. | was able to work with several schools in the Wuxi Province after the conference.

5. We continue to maintain contact with schools in China through our elective called the Cultural Exchange
Team on a regular basis through Skype.

6. We are currently hosting Zi Yan Zhou from China who is learning about IDS and rewriting the translation of
our book "It's All About Kids: Every Child Deserves a Teacher of the Year" for Professor Sang, and working
with the ISC on connecting schools from several countries including China.

7. And that brings me to the next great thing and that is the arrival of Mr. Dave Freeman who is totally fluent in
Chinese after living there with his family for several years as a child and returning with his wife to teach for
several years before returning to the U.S. Mr. Freeman teaches sixth grade Social Studies and offers both the
Chinese elective and club to our Middle Schoolers. He also teaches Chinese in our afterschool program two
days a week. Read below from Mr. Freeman:

"It is with great excitement that | announce the arrival of Mandarin Chinese here at IDS. With China's growing
importance in the world, schools across the U.S. have been scrambling to offer Chinese programs. We know that IDS
students will grow up in a Flat World (Thomas Friedman) and we are taking proactive steps to ensure they thrive. Not
only does China boast about a quarter of the world’s populations, but it also has experienced tremendous economic
growth and is quickly reshaping the world in which we live. As most of you know, China produces much of what we
consume. China has the potential of becoming the largest global market on the planet.”

"With this in mind, IDS now offers our students the opportunity to learn about the Chinese language and culture. At the
Middle School we are offering Chinese as an elective as well as a club. For the eastside, we are offering Chinese as part of
the Afterschool program. A Chinese class is offered for Grades 3 — 5 on Wednesday, and another class for K - 2 on
Thursday. Parents are also welcome to join. | hope you take part in this great opportunity to prepare our students for the
global village that we will all live in soon. It is also a lot of fun to become exposed to Chinese and its intriguing culture."”
