PATHFINDERS: Last week our sixth grade students and their teachers ventured out for their annual trip to 
Cedarkirk Camp, which is located on the Alafia River in Lithia, Florida. There, they are immersed in the Pathfinder 
Outdoor Education Program for FOUR days and THREE nights. Pathfinder, Inc., is a non-profit organization that helps 
youths and adults develop community through the power of shared experience. Pathfinder accomplishes this goal by 
facilitating experiential programs in a physically and emotionally safe environment. Our IDS-CC teachers describe 
Pathfinder as “amazing and life-altering for young people” and “an opportunity for students to bond and grow as 
leaders.” Pathfinder meshes perfectly with our IDS emphasis on teambuilding and the power of cooperative problem-
solving. Typical student quotes include: 
 

“Tree climbing was amazing, eerie and beautiful!”… “When we did the Underground Railroad simulation, we were challenged to 
think creatively as we came up with reasons for why we, as slaves, were traveling in the darkness together.”… “The Underground 
Railroad helped us learn to be creative problem solvers.”… “Tree climbing taught us teamwork. The view from the top of the tree 
was amazing!”… “The spider web on the challenge course required a lot of teamwork to successfully navigate through the tiny 
squares. We were so relieved and proud when we all made it through!” 
 
WOLFCREEK: Seventh graders once again made their traditional trip to Wolfcreek! This legendary trip, in its 26th 
year, is now set in FDR State Park in Pine Mountain, Georgia. Seventh graders have taken the opportunity to add a bit of 
historical perspective to their trip, which is already jam-packed with life lessons. Before heading to Georgia, students are 
introduced to our longest serving president, Franklin Delano Roosevelt, and learn of his important connection to the area 
they are preparing to hike. FDR found great comfort in a mountaintop overlook named Dowdell’s Knob. All of our 
amazing hikers were able to experience this historical perspective for themselves!

I know this trip will 
change my life.”… “Today being my last day at Wolfcreek, I am amazed that I have hiked a total of 21 miles throughout the trip. 
My favorite part of the trip was visiting Dowdell’s Knob. The view up there was spectacular! I am so glad I chose to go to 
Wolfcreek, and I will remember it forever.”… “The high ropes course is scary at first, but once you get to the zip line, it is awesome! 
The hiking sounds a lot scarier than it actually is. The sense of accomplishment that I felt after the trip will stay with me forever!” 
 
WASHINGTON D.C. and WILLIAMSBURG: Eighth graders amazed all of the 14 chaperones with their 
knowledge, confidence and willingness to be very responsible on their final 8th grade field trip. From Saturday, at 6:30 
a.m. until we returned at midnight last Wednesday, we were on the go, go, go to see sites filled with history, to gain 
independence with responsibility, and to have fun with incredible real life experiences! The whole trip will be a special 
memory for a life time. We want to send huge thanks to parent chaperones Dr. Steven Mandel, Lauren Mandel, Karen 
Barnett, Cally Bekhor, Judy Brown, Kevin Smith, and Jackie Tillotson who were stellar travel partners with our faculty, 
staff and students.
