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INTERMEDIATE DIVISION: The WOW's were in abundance as the 3/4 Multi-Age All-Stars used recipes and 
apple pie to set the tone for creating a classroom of joy; the Third Grade Navigators used boat building and weights 
with pennies to set the goals of teamwork, balance, precision and high expectations; the Fourth Grade "We're Going 
Places" used the mechanical approach analogy through connecting car models and their BRAIN model for how we 
treat each other and develop a strong work ethic; and the Fifth Grade, who holds the eastside "penthouse" approach, 
used their "mission possible" theme to connect with real US Marine guest speakers on developing exemplary ethical 
skills in work, daily living and goal setting that sets the bar high! 
 
UPPER PRIMARY: The Multi-Age 1/2 Brilliant Bugs released real butterflies after learning how to make wishes 
that set goals for doing our best; the First and Second Grade Mighty Monkeys recruited the help of our Middle 
School Math teachers and shot off rockets for aiming for the top; and the Multi-Age 1/2 Cool Cats used the cat and 
fish theme all day to create a class environment of teaming and respect for all. Each class used reading, writing, and 
speaking to create the attitudes that seek to make everyone feel valued and special. 
 
EARLY PRIMARY: Our young ones began the first day with a half day. It says it all when one refused to go home 
because he wanted to stay and even spend the night. They all bring smiles to our faces; the teachers prepared for 
them as if they were the CEO's of Fortune 500 Companies.
